GSMA Network 2020 IP Comms GSG and GFRG groups would like to inform OMA COM EVC of the completion and publication of RCC.20 containing the specification of the Enriched Calling services for RCS. This documents specifies a set of technical procedures to Service Provider driven requirements to enhance the call experience in three areas:
· Pre-call: Enriching the call announcement with a subject, picture, location and importance
· In-call: Enriching the call adding video, file transfer, location sharing and messaging
· Post-call: Adding the possibility to enrich the post-call experience for a non-completed call by a message, picture and location
While the technical requirements have been agreed at the GSMA N2020 RCS GSG group, the requirements were agreed at GFRG level and are set to be included both in the next version of the GSMA N2020 Global Common Core and in the GSMA RCS Joyn Crane Profile.

Additionally, we can also confirm that, at least one MNO has committed to the commercialisation of RCS Enriched Calling both with native OEM implementations and clients by summer 2015.
