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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes adding five new requirements groups to the latest draft of the EVVM Requirements document.

This R01 version of the CR was prepared based on the agreed changes made during the EVVM SWG on October 7, 2010. The CR also received the following email comments which was discussed when Comverse raised the same issue.
Question/Comment: The suggested grouping looks to be based on the ALU presentation of last week & seems fine.
Taking a step back: the virtue of grouping has been questioned by Comverse. I would have liked to be part of the call to hear Comverse's pros/cons.

5 Recommendation

During the EVVM Conference Call on 28 September 2010, the EVVM SWG agreed to the addition of the following five new EVVM Requirement Groups as revised and re-sumitted in OMA-COM-EVVM-2010-0005R02-INP_RD_Content_Grouping.zip :

1. EVVM-GRM (Greeting Management): To address requirements related to  managing Greetings, adding, modifying, off/on switches, etc.

2. EVVM-PRA (Protocol Alignment): To address requirements related to modifications, improvement and alignment of protocols used for VVM  

3. EVVM-UIM (User Interface Management): To address requirements related to TUI, GUI, Language selection, etc. 

4. EVVM-VMC (Voice Mail Conversion): To address requirements related to  transcription and conversion of voice mails to other media, text email, print, etc.

5. EVVM-VMH (Voice Mail Handling): To address requirements related to handling of received voice mails, e.g., retrieving, storing, discarding, forwarding
 Per the proposal in the same INP, this author had to prepare a CR against the draft RD for incorporating these five new groups into the RD. Section 6 below presents the changes in the Draft RD as a result of incorporating these new requirements groups and the “Editor’s Note” proposed and agreed by the EVVM CC of October 7. .

Change 1:  EVVM RD Document Section 6.1  High-Level Functional Requirements 

6.1
High-Level Functional Requirements

<< This clause identifies the high level functional requirements for this release.  These requirements will be used to describe and derive the functions and interfaces that the release will support, and which defines its core purpose.  When writing requirements, care should be taken to recognise the difference between the release specifying a mechanism to perform a function versus its required usage in any given deployment.  Requirements shall be presented at a high level, and not assume or imply the technology or implementation of the requirements.  Whenever a requirement is directly attributable to a particular actor, it is recommended to mention it.

Examples of such requirements are:

· The XYZ release SHOULD support content delivery estimation time before and /or during service execution.

· The XYZ release MUST be capable of supporting the Service Provider to log information about invocations of this release

· The XYZ release MUST allow the end user to terminate a session

· The XYZ release MUST allow actor X to perform function Y

If possible, requirements should be listed in a logical sequence that intuitively captures the behaviour of the release (or feature of the release). In order to get a good readability and quality of RDs, some additional Sections (“Heading 2”) and Subsections should be identified, that group together requirements related to a specific functionality, avoiding to have the most of the requirements as High-Level Functional requirements.
