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1 Reason for Change

The CR provides text for the scope section of the EVVM Requirements Document.

This R01 version incorporates the comments received via email from Ericsson & RIM and during the discussion in EVVM CC on 7 October 2010. It also fixes an error on the date of the EVVM RD, the document that is the subject of changes by this CR.  

Ericsson’s Comments (Michel):
Question/Comment: "making the VVM a more open messaging standards specification with sufficiently flexible interfaces containing less restrictive and vendor specific" sentence does not end properly. Do you mean that the vendor specificities  built in VVM1.3 will be removed by OMA E-VVM?

ANS: No, whatever is added will be less restrictive and less vendor specific. During the CC discussion the group agreed to Comverse’s suggestion to remove this part.
Question/Comment: unclear to me how the previous quoted sentence (making EVVM less vendor specific" connects with: ". As such, the EVVM enabler will not alter VVM 1.3 specifications".  How will that be doable without altering VVM1.3?
ANS: That’s precisely the intent, not to change VVM1.3 in OMA. Any changes (if required) should be done by GSMA.

RIM’s Comments (Brian): I agree with Michel’s comments regarding 008 and 009.  With respect to 009, perhaps the point of the first sentence is to indicate that ‘The scope of the enhancement work includes improvement upon the aforementioned functions, by making the VVM a more open message standards specification with sufficiently flexible interfaces (i.e. less restrictive, and vendor-neutral). …’  Hopefully, this suggestion helps to move this contribution further forward to agreed.

ANS: Agreed with the suggestion. But, during the the CC discussion, the group decided to re-phrase this paragraph and remove the reference to “less restrictive…...”
I would also add that the ‘numbered list’ will require some minor edits.  Each numbered item should (given they seem to be ‘self-contained’ sentences) be capitalized – as per sub-section 6.3.2 of the OMA drafting guidelines.  I believe it would also make sense to utilize a period at the conclusion of each.  If the SWG agrees these are not a sentence, but rather a phrase then they are fine; we need only replace the ‘,’ – comma at the end with a semi-colon ‘;’ character.  The last numbered item – would then get a full stop (i.e. a ‘.’).

ANS: Agree with the second suggestion as the each item in the “numbered list” is not a complete sentence. But, the group decided to remove those bullet items.
