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1 Reason for Change

1) EVVM client can communicate with the EVVM server directly via IP-CAN, e.g. Wi-Fi,. However it is quite common that the Wi-Fi connection can be unreliable, so it is suggested that EVVM enabler should take this situation into account.
2) Multi-mode handsets are popular today. Thus, it is necessary to guarantee the consistent service behaviour for the users during the ‘mode’ switching.
As per the discussion in the EVVM F2F meeting in Tel Aviv, use cases are expected to explain the scenarios of these requirements.
R01 adds the user cases and moves the two requirements from HLF list to UIM list.
R02 addresses the comments from Seoul meeting and add co-signer.
AT&T and T-Mobile; a new requirement of persistent client-server connection should be included in this CR.
ZTE: OK. R02 adds this new high level requirement.
RIM: It’s nothing about the UIM, it is a mechanism about maintaining the client-server connection.
ZTE: OK. R02 removes the requirements from UIM list to HLF list. And, R02 removes the use cases.
