6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  EVVM RD Document Section 1. Scope 

1.  Scope
(Informative)

The requirements defined in this document are for developing an OMA Enhanced Visual Voice Mail (EVVM) enabler. The requirements are meant to enhance VVM users’ experiences through the use of the existing voicemail services using key functions specified by OMTP/GSMA in VVM 1.3 Specifications [GSMAVVM] such as message retrieval, message upload, VVM management, greeting management and provisioning.
The scope of the enhancement work includes improvement upon OMTP/GSMA VVM functions [GSMAVVM]. As such, the EVVM enabler does not alter OMTP/GSMA VVM 1.3 specifications. 
NOTE: The VVM1.3 Specifications document was developed in OMTP, was transferred to GSMA and presently owned by GSMA.
Change 2:  EVVM RD Document Section 2. References 

2.   References

The policy for reference lists is:

1.
OMA documents listed should have at least one approved version – draft-only docs should not be referenced.  Exception exists for documents that will be approved with or after the referenced doc is approved (may be part of same release package).  In short – approved docs should not reference unapproved docs.

2.
When a reference is made to an OMA specification, then Open Mobile Alliance with the TM symbol (™) should be used in the description.

3.
The name + version (no date) for OMA specifications are generally sufficient – dates should be used only if there is a specific reason to limit the usage.

4.
For references to WAP Forum docs, dates should not be included as DID's for the old WAP Forum specifications are enough and the reference description should refer to WAP Forum™.

5.
References to other affiliate docs should similarly provide sufficient information to uniquely determine the needed document and should provide the appropriate source information.

6.
The URL for OMA material (new OMA and affiliate) should always be http://www.openmobilealliance.org (an exception is OMNA that is reached through http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/omna)
