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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes to add the requirement about setting up EVVM blacklists. Since voice messages can be deposited easily into the users’ EVVM mailboxes, it is possible that users may receive some undesired messages, e.g., spams or messages from annoying senders. Thus, users may hope to create blacklists in their EVVM accounts, based on which they will not receive any messages from those senders put in the blacklists. This CR proposes to add this requirement into the OMA EVVM RD.
