1. Scope
(Informative)

The requirements defined in this document are for developing an OMA Enhanced Visual Voice Mail (EVVM) enabler which will be used by operators to offer enhanced voicemail service. The OMTP/GSMA VVM 1.3 Specifications [GSMA VVM] only focus on providing an email like user interface and supporting functions such as message retrieval, message upload, VVM management, greeting management and provisioning. The OM A EVVM, however, builds upon the OMTP/GSMA VVM 1.3 Specifications as a service enabler and enhances its client-server interface (e.g. minimize the use of proprietary protocol extensions and provide protection to the client-server communications). As a service enabler OMA EVVM will further focus on improving the existing voicemail service with market driven requirements and leverages the OMTP/GSMA VVM 1.3 platform to add new functions and interfaces (if needed) to offer the following features: 
· flexible user greetings to cover different scenarios
· extend voicemail to LTE deployment with multi-device supports
· easier sharing a voice message to a 3rd party
· converge voicemail service with existing and future messaging services

NOTE: The VVM1.3 Specifications document was developed in OMTP, was transferred to GSMA and presently owned by GSMA.
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
