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1 Reason for Change

Supporting Digital Signatures (DS) is an important feature of the EMAIL Service, and is always an indispensable function for transferring important or sensitive messages. VVM1.3 does not support DS.
Using DS of a voicemail, the voicemail service operator can trace the sender, and also, the receiver can check the sender and verify the integrity of the message.
This CR proposes that the EVVM Enabler shall support the user adding a digital signature to a voice mail.
