This CR proposes to incorporate two requirements related to the EVVM enabler’s behaviour in automatic detection of the EVVM client type and the UI Activity timer.

5 Recommendation

In Section 4.2 of the OMTP VVM2.0 Toll Gate 1 document, the following text describes some administrative requirements on the behaviour of the EVVM enabler (Client & Server) : 
“….. One area which could be tackled is to propose requirements for the behaviour of a VVM client and server at the service provisioning and initialisation stages.  

Automatic client type detection: The subject of the improvement is a method allowing automatic detection of the terminal/client swap in error cases, when the insecure SMS exchange fails and the system does not receive necessary client type information relating to the terminal/client swap.
These error cases of SMS communication are solved through introducing automatic client recognition mechanism including the UI activity timer.
Each time when the system initiates any of the UI communication activity (i.e. informs the client about necessity to establish IMAP4 session), the UI activity timer is triggered. If the UI attributes setting does not correspond to the client type, the client does not accept the system request and does not establish the communication session. As a reaction to the UI communication timer expiry, the system reconfigures the UI attributes for next client type.

The reconfiguration can be repeated until the system finds out correct UI attributes corresponding well to the client type.”

This requirement item as described in Table 4 of Section 6 below is recommended for agreement by EVVM SWG.
