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1 Reason for Change

During the review of CR’s # 15R02, 18R02 & 27R01, the EVVM group suggested all VVM1.3 related requirements be compiled in an informative appendix of the EVVM RD document. This CR proposes to incorporate four Greeting Management requirements identified as VVM1.3 requirements in CR #2010-0015R02 in Appendix X.
This R01 version provides references to the corresponding section of VVM1.3 Specs for each VVM1.3 requirement item. It also revises the normative language per the group’s agreement in the F2F meeting.
This R02 version is in responses to the following comment by Comvers:

“As discussed in the meetings, the appendix should be clearly marked as Informative. Objection to the last requirement which is not clear (what is ''resolution'' ? what is ''automatic resolution'' ?). Furthermore, this requirement had already been rejected with objections in Tel Aviv in the context of CR 0015 (see, for example, comments to CR 0015 in INP 0032R01).”

1. Agree with the marking of Appendix X as “Informative”.

2. In Tel Aviv Meeting’s MoM, the requirement in question was not rejected. T-Mobile mentioned that it should be handled in the revised CR#17, the note in the MoM states that: “Requirement EVVM-GRM-006 was move out of this CR to be handled in CR#17R01.” However, it was never addressed in the agreed CR#17R03!

3. As for the meaning of “resolution” and “automatic resolution” of the mechanism for the EVVM user’s interface to manage greetings (also, an Ericsson’s question in 32R01), it is stated in OMTP TG1 Section 4.1 Enhancement of the VVM Interface Specifications as follows: “UI support for automatic client resolution mechanism and time dependent greeting.” 

4. In the context of Stage 1 requirements compilation, there was no mention of the word “client”, and the requirement was worded as to be supported by the EVVM enabler. But, if the word client to the requirement is desired, it can be added along with clarification that the automatic resolution is for the cases of conditional greetings such as “Time-dependent Greeting”.
In the interest of moving forward, in this R02 version, the point Item 1 above is incorporated and the EVVM-GRM-00X is removed for now and its resubmission waits for Comverse’s further view on the proposal for modification of the requirement.

5 Recommendation

Of the 7 requirements items proposed in CR#2010-0015R02, four items were identified as VVM1.3 related requirements. 

In revising this CR, per the EVVM Group’s suggestion, matching requirements were found in Section 7 of VVM1.3 Specs. However, for the 4th GRM requirement, it was the EVVM WID that contains the matching requirement and not the VVM1.3 specs. 
This revision, also, follows the group agreement to change the normative language by stating informatively their status as being already fulfilled in the VVM1.3 specs.
Three proposed requirements in Section 6 are recommended to be agreed for inclusion in Appendix X of the EVVM RD document .
