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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a new EVVM requirement about adding some background media to a voice mail. A user will have a better experience if he/she receives a voice message with a background music or a vivid video clip played together with the message. For instance, a voice message expressing consolation or sympathy will probably sound more touching if some soothing music can be played at the same time. For a better user experience, we recommend that the EVVM service enable a user to choose and send a background media item (audio or video) together with a voice message, and that the voice message and the associated background media be played simultaneously at the recipient’s EVVM client.

Change 2:  Add the following text to Appendix B.

Background Media
B.4.1
Short Description

In this use case, Bob adds some background media to his outgoing voice mail.

Actors: Bob and his girlfriend, Alice, are EVVM users.
1. Alice failed in an exam. Bob wants to show his sympathy to Alice.
2. Bob opens his EVVM Client and logs in.
3. He records a voice message for Alice on his own EVVM Client.
4. He decides to add some soothing background music to the voice message so as to express his deep sorrow.
5. As prompted on his user interface, Bob selects a piece of music from his media collection stored locally in his device, and the selected music is then associated with Bob’s voice message, without the involvement of the EVVM Server.
6. Bob sends the voice mail, enclosing his recorded voice message and the selected background music, to Alice.
7. Alice receives the voice mail and plays it. She hears Bob’s voice message and the background music at the same time.
