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1 Reason for Change
The contents of a voicemail may consist of several types of media, e.g., an image, an audio or video, etc. It’s possible that in a single voicemail, only part of its contents need to be encrypted while the rest need not. For instance, an image may involve some privacy, and the user only want to encrypt that specific content. Therefore, the encryption granularity of a voicemail should be flexible, i.e., the encryption can be performed either for the whole voicemail or for only part of its contents. This CR proposes to add the above requirement to the EVVM RD.
