5 Recommendation

This CR addresses a comment received on the following proposed requirement when CR#2010-0060R01 was put in the R&A process:

	 The EVVM Enabler SHALL be capable of determining the protocol(s) used for each VVM device in order to support other VVM services, e.g., iPhone.

The comment by Comverse was as follows:

" …. objections have already been raised in Tel Aviv in the context of CR 0018 (see, for example, the comments to CR 0018 contained in INP 0032R01)." 

In the Tel Aviv Meeting’s minutes there is no comment on this requirement item. However, in the agreed 18R02, there is an explanation that "EVVM-PRO-004 was taken out to be discussed along with two other similar proposed requirement items (17R01 & 27)." The agreed 17R03, however, is silent on this subject, and the noted CR#27 does not have anything to do with this requirement in question! Therefore, this CR will address this requirement for the reasons above, 
If the objection to this proposed requirement is on the ground that the requirement was already in VVM1.3, then, this must be verified and referenced, upon which the requirement will be moved to Appendix X. However, no specific reference to the requirement in question was found in the VVM1.3 document. Therefore, this CR is re-introducing this protocol determination requirement along with a couple of Q/A as follows:
Q1: In real life, is it possible for a user to switch between two totally different implementations? 
A1: A VM subscriber with an EVVM compliant device switches to a non-compliant device (e.g., iPhone) for reasons such as having lost his own device or by choice picked up a new device with no EVVM compliant client.

Q2: How can a non-standards, a non IMAP-based, VM service in EVVM enabler be supported? 
A2: One possible way to support this is to define a sort of inter-working function within the EVVM Server. This is suggesting a solution, which is too early to discuss.
The proposed requirement item in Section 6 below, which is a slightly modified version of what was proposed in CR#2010-0060R01, is recommended for agreement to be included in Section 6.1.2 of the EVVM RD.
