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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes to add new requirements which are aimed to enhance the user experience.
R01: Addresses R&A Comment
[AT&T] I see clarifications are needed for the first requirement. When you talk about "recall" I assume you are talking about the similar function provided by EMAIL today. I also assume your second half of the first requirement "recall his/her previously deposited voice message" means a voice message deposited to "other''s" EVVM VMS not the ones s/he uploaded to his/her own VMS. In the 2nd requirement, do you want to list possible "status" in the requirement? The last requirement can be clarified by the end of the sentence with "by another EVVM User".
[Samsung] Yes right, your first requirement understanding is same as our proposal. 
Second requirement – includes the possible status for voice message recall attempt

Last requirement – clarified as per your suggestion

[Comverse] depositing a message by a VVM client is rarely used in today''s market. Adding a ''recall'' feature seems like a very low priority. (e.g. why use a SHALL to mandate it when today''s clients don''t always implement submit capability?) VVM uses SMTP to submit messages. Does SMTP support ''recall'' ??
[Samsung] It is one of the responsibilities of this enabler to make user convenient to use VVM client to deposit messages. Solution part can be discussed during next stages of specification.
[Ericsson] This seems to be another attempt at making an email server out of a voice mail server. In any case, clarifications are needed w.r.t. how inter-operator recall attempts are handled. There are security risks as well, since it is conceivable that a hacker could craft the correct message via email to recall messages that are not intended to be recalled.
[Samsung] We do not deny the similarities with email sever. We agree that inter-operator recall and security risks need to be taken care during next stages of specification.
