Y.  Architectural Model
The EVVM Enabler is realized as a framework for communication services, and is realized using a client-server architecture concept. It builds upon the OMTP/GSMA VVM 1.3 Specifications [GSMA VVM] and enhances its client-server interface. It interacts with other network elements and re-uses concepts and technologies specified by other OMA Enablers and in non-OMA specifications/documents. The architecture is based on the requirements defined in [OMA-EVVM-RD].

Figure x gives a representation of the EVVM architecture model, depicting the EVVM Enabler functional components and their interactions with each other and with external functional components.
The EVVM Enabler consists of the following EVVM functional components: 
· The EVVM Client, which resides in the user’s terminal device and allows the EVVM User to use EVVM Services by interacting with network-based EVVM functional components such as the Outbound/Inbound Service modules in the EVVM Server and by communicating with other components in the terminal device.
· The EVVM Server, which consists of two components:
· The Outbound Service module, which sends/forwards voice mails to remote EVVM Servers or Clients and interacts with external non-EVVM services, e.g., sends a voice mail to a non-OMA VM system.
· The Inbound Service module, which receives voice mails from remote EVVM Servers or Clients and interacts with external non-EVVM services, e.g., receives a voice messages from the legacy VMS system, sends a SMS notification to the user upon receiving a new voice mail, or forwards a voice mail as a MMS message, E-mail, etc.
· The Interworking Gateway, which provides interworking capabilities between EVVM services and external non-EVVM services such as SMS, MMS, E-mail, some 3rd-party services, etc.
The EVVM functional components interact with the following external functional components:
· A remote EVVM environment, which is an EVVM environment residing in another (remote) network and is a mirror of the environment described in this document.
· Supporting Enablers, which are other OMA Enablers being used to support the EVVM Enabler. The following supporting Enablers are used by the EVVM Enabler:
· The XDM Enabler for storage and manipulation of EVVM User preferences, EVVM Group definitions, etc.

· The Push Enabler for the delivery of notifications to the Device(s) of a EVVM User.
· The SpamRep Enabler for the identification and management of spam voice messages.
· Non-EVVM Services, which are other communication Services to which the EVVM Enabler connects via the Interworking Function(s)
