Comment: Delivery report and read report are adopted to forwarding a voice mail to a 3rd party as SMS, MMS, Email.

Proposed Change: Merge the HLF-005 and HLF-006, as the label “EVVM-HLF-005”, with the description as follows:

The EVVM Enabler MAY allow the user to request a delivery and/or read report when forwarding a voice message as SMS, MMS or EMAIL, according to the operator’s policy.

Merging the EVVM-HLF-002, EVVM-HLF-003 and EVVM-HLF-004 as new EVVM-HLF-0XX, and merging the EVVM-HLF-005 and EVVM-HLF-006 as new EVVM-HLF-0XY.


According to the current EVVM-HLF-002, the EVVM Enabler will provide functional entities to convert voice mails to multimedia messages. A voice mail will be forwarded to a MMSC (Multimedia Message Service Center) after being convert to a multimeidia message. And more, the EVVM Enabler will support the interfaces as defined in the MMS specifications.

According to the current EVVM-HLF-003, the EVVM Enabler will provide functional entities to a convert voice mails to emails. A voice mail will be forwarded to a Email Service after being convert to an email. And more, the EVVM Enabler will support the interfaces as defined in the EMAIL related specifications.

According to the current EVVM-HLF-004, the EVVM Enabler will provide functional entities to convert voice mails to short messages. A voice mail will be forwarded to a SMSC (Short Message Service Center) after being convert to a short message. And more, the EVVM Enabler will support the interfaces as defined in the SMS specifications.

If supporting above three features in the EVVM specification, which will depends on those specifications above mentioned. If it will support interworking with other 3rd parties at future, the specification will become very complicated and less independent.
Providing simple and independent interworking mechanism is worthwhile. The requirements EVVM-HLF-002 thru EVVM-HLF-004 will make the specification more complicated and less independent, so, this contribution suggests rephrasing the three requirements.
This contribution proposes merging the EVVM-HLF-002, EVVM-HLF-003 and EVVM-HLF-004 as new EVVM-HLF-002, and merging the EVVM-HLF-005 and EVVM-HLF-006 as new EVVM-HLF-003.

· merging the EVVM-HLF-005 and EVVM-HLF-006 as new EVVM-HLF-0XY;
