5 Recommendation

The two comments ask for clarifications on the use of two adjectives for VVM1.3 notifications as “legacy” and “regular”. The original texts of the two requirements with the two yellow highlighted adjectives are as follows:

	The VVM service is able to send legacy notifications in addition to the VVM notifications.
	VVM V1.3, Section 2.9  

	VVM-SMS-003
	The VVM client is able to filter out the regular notifications if regular notifications are received in addition to VVM notifications.
	VVM V1.3, Section 2.9  


In VVM1.3, support for the following notifications is available:

1. Depending on the Terminal type, it is possible to configure the VVM service to send “legacy” notifications in addition to the VVM notifications, in order to support a scenario in which the VVM subscriber SIM is switched to a non-VVM enabled Terminal that cannot process VVM notifications. 

2. If “regular” notifications are sent in addition to VVM notifications, it is the responsibility of the client to filter out the regular notifications according to the SMS source address or SMS Protocol Identifier.  

Clearly, the reference to “legacy” notifications is the same as the reference to “regular” notifications, and both are viewed as non-VVM and “human-readable” SMS messages (or non-system readable notification messages), whereas the “VVM notification” is defined as system originated message and non-human-readable messages with SMS message characteristics. Therefore, it is proposed to clarify the text of the these two requirements accordingly by changing both words “legacy” and “regular” to “human-readable” as shown in Section 6 below.
