Change 1:  EVVM RD Document Section 4.1 Version 1.0
4.1   Version 1.0
The OMA EVVM enabler leverages the OMTP/GSMA VVM 1.3 Specifications, improving the existing voicemail service with market driven requirements, by extending it with several new features and functions. 
This EVVM Version 1.0 RD contains new categories of voice mail service requirements including several new high-level functional requirements, a number of conditional Greetings and a few protocol alignments. Expanding the experiences of the voice mail service users, the service requirements in this version also include higher security considerations for encryption of both sensitive contents of the voice mail and its corresponding notifications. The EVVM Enabler adds to user’s ability to manage and handle his/her voice mails via supporting new capabilities for voice mail conversion and voice mail handling.  
All new EVVM requirements are described in Section 6 and some of their descriptive use cases and supplementary information are provided in Appendices B and C. The content of Appendix D is fully dedicated to the listing of the VVM requirements that have been fulfilled by the OMTP/GSMA VVM 1.3 Specifications.
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
