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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the A096 comment of RDRR to requirement HLF-009. 

The HLF-009 requirement was originally designed to cover the gap of OMTP VVM 1.3 specification where the server originated STATUS SMS was missing protocol version and client type attributes.

But currently with respect to EVVM devices without SMS capability and multidevice environment, it is worth to refine the requirement to be more generic, not to address only STATUS SMS attributes but the overall need to exchange protocol capabilities.
Additionally requirement HLF-009 is not high level functional requirement from user perspective, therefore I propose to move it to section 6.1.2 protocol alignment.
