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1 Reason for Change

A call for inputs has been issued following the agreement of CR51R01, which addresses RDRR comment A072 (capturing a missed requirement in the RD).

This change request addresses RDRR comments from RIM, related to the missed requirement.

The first part of the comment below is already part of the RD. Therefore, this CR focuses only on removing the existing requirement and inserting the proposed ones.

Comment: We believe that the requirement in this form should not be part of the RD. Spam messages are “avoided” by the server, using intelligent spam filtering mechanism. We recommend rephrasing it to a more generic requirement that does not limit exchanges to the client, the server or the client and the server, and allows improving the intelligence on the server, by reporting spam and non-spam.

The part that we are missing from the RD is the mechanism that allows the user to verify that messages deemed to be spam by the server are really spams, and if not, allow the user to refine the spam filter, improving the intelligence on the server, by reporting messages as non-spam.

Proposed Change: Replace the existing requirement with this: “The EVVM Enabler SHALL allow reporting spam by reference, or, by partial upload of the voice message.”

Add a new requirements to address the missing functionality:

“The EVVM Enabler SHALL store spam VMs in a separate mailbox, for a limited amount of time according to user preferences and the service provider’s policy.”

“The EVVM Enabler SHALL exclude spam VMs from notifications (i.e. spam is available only upon request).”

“The EVVM Enabler SHALL provide access to stored spam VMs upon explicit request from the EVVM users, and allow them to report spam VMs as non-spam.”

“The EVVM Enabler SHALL move the VMs reported as spam to the user’s mailbox containing spam VMs (i.e. spambox).”

“The EVVM Enabler SHALL move the VMs reported as non-spam to the user’s mailbox containing incoming VMs (i.e. inbox).”
