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1 Reason for Change

This change request incorporates a number of comments and proposed changes received from participants in the joint meeting of ARC and EVVM Groups during the informal review of the EVVM Architecture diagram (OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0133R02) on 14 April 2011.

5 Recommendation

EVVM Group’s presentation of OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0133R02 included a number of questions to which the following answers were given:

1. Question: How to show external entities EVVM Enabler are interacting with?
Answer: With dashed line boxes.
2. Is it okay to mix reference points and interfaces between any two functional entities?
Answer: Yes, but OSE guidelines (OMA-AD-Service-Environment-V1_0_5-20091008-A) clearly shows the specific interfaces names and exposures. 
3. Do we need to show reference points connecting to the Underlying Infrastructure?

Answer: No, the architecture diagram should show the interface that is exposed by the Underlying Infrastructure as the OSE does not specify any Reference Points.
4. Is it possible to have multiple interfaces exposed by a single entity?

Answer:  No, one interface per entity is exposed. But, the support by the single interface may support multiple protocols.
5. What is the correct way to show legends in the diagram?

Answer: In a separate box with solid lines representing interfaces exposed by EVVM components as well as solid boxes for the EVVM components. Dashed lines and dashed boxes should be used by “non-EVVM” specified interfaces and components, respectively.
All these comments and answers were already incorporated in the proposed diagram (EVVM INP#2011-0133R02), except for Question #2 above, the naming convention for the interfaces exposed by external entities. Incorporating this answer resulted in a revised EVVM logical architecture as shown in Section 6 below. It is recommended that the EVVM group agree with the proposed changes as shown.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Architectural Diagram
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Figure x: EVVM logical architecture diagram
Figure x presents the EVVM architecture model, depicting the EVVM Enabler’s functional components and their interactions with each other and with external entities such as the Supporting Enablers and the Remote EVVM Server. 
The EVVM Enabler consists of the following EVVM functional components:
· The EVVM Client, which resides in the user’s Device and allows the EVVM user to use the EVVM-based services by interacting with the network-based EVVM Server and other components in the Device.
· The EVVM Server, which resides in the network domain and interacts with the EVVM Client and other components such as the Interworking Gateway and the Forwarding Gateway.
· The Interworking Gateway, which provides interworking capabilities between EVVM-based services and external Standard Non-OMA VM Services.
· The Forwarding Gateway, which provides functionalities for forwarding voice mails to external non-VM services such as Email, MMS and SMS.
· The Telephony User Interface (TUI), which allows the user to access his/her EVVM VM box via traditional telephony systems.
The EVVM functional components interact with the following external functional components:
· The Supporting Enablers, which are other OMA Enablers used to support the EVVM Enabler.
The EVVM functional components expose their functionalities to the following external functional components:
· The Remote EVVM Server, which is another EVVM server residing in another (remote) server domain.
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
