· Establishing connections as necessary, authenticating the user, maintaining and closing established connections as necessary.

· Deleting voicemail messages.

· Greeting and voice signature management:
· Uploading greetings and voice signatures.

The EVVM Server resides in a Service Domain. It stores resources and provides access to these resources to other EVVM functional components.
The EVVM Server is responsible for:
· Internal communication within the Service Domain, with the TUI.

· External communication with the EVVM Client.

· Serving connection requests, authenticating the user, maintaining and closing established connections as requested.

· Providing storage for voice mails, greetings, voice signatures and user preferences.

· Processing and validation of requests originating from the EVVM Client and the TUI.

· Apply the service provider policies to requests from the EVVM Client and the TUI, as applicable.

· Performing requested operations, if permitted:

· Voicemail management:
· Sending voicemail messages.

· Storing incoming voicemail messages.

· Greeting and voice signature management:
· Storing greetings and voice signatures.

· TUI-specific features:
· Password changes.
· Language changes.

· Voicemail management:
· Obtaining list of voicemail messages.
· Listening to voicemail messages.

· Deleting voicemail messages.

· Greeting and voice signature management:
· Recording greetings and voice signatures.

· Obtaining list of greetings and voice signatures.
