According the mentioned requirement the text-to-voice conversion can be used for different purposes, e.g.:
Personal Greeting Management
· Type your personal greetings as text. A 3rd party Text-to-Voice application converts this text into voice. This voice will be heard by the user who listens to the greetings. 
· Personal Greetings can be managed within the server or the client component, that means that a user is able to manage his greeting texts on the server or client side and may be to choose also different kinds of text-to-voice conversions (e.g. male/female or high/low quality).
The text to voice conversion can be handled from a 3rd party provider which can be located as an entity in the network or resides on the client device. OMA EVVM should provide an interface which connects the EVVM and a third party provider by defined protocols.

6.3.1 EVVM Functional Components

6.3.1.1 EVVM client
The EVVM client is responsible for:
· Providing an interface to type in and manage textual based greeting messages
· Sending this textual greeting messages to the EVVM server for further proceeding (text-to-voice conversion)

6.3.1.2 EVVM Server
The EVVM server is responsible for:
· Providing an interface for managing the conversion features
· Converting this text messages into voice messages (text-to-voice), according to user preferences (male/female ; high/low quality)
· Providing this converted textual greetings as voice messages to the caller


6.3.3 Interfaces
6.3.3.1 EVVM-1
The EVVM-1 interface is exposed by the EVVM Server to allow the EVVM Client to access the EVVM Server.
Supported functionalities include:
· EVVM server obtain the greeting text. Clients send this information via EVVM-1.

6.3.3.2 EVVM-2
The EVVM-2 interface is exposed by the EVVM client to allow the EVVM Server to access the EVVM client
Supported functionalities include:
· Providing the voice which was created from the text-to-voice conversion


6.3.3.x EVVM-x (Third party service interface)
This kind of interface does not exist at the moment and is proposed to be added in the current architecture diagram and interface description.
Supported functionalities include:
· Send text to the dedicated Text-to-Voice third party (from the EVVM Server to the 3rd party) provider
· Receive Voice (Audio) from the third party

Figure 1 shows an advanced architecture diagram which contains an interface (EVVM-x) which corresponds between the EVVM server and an outside located third party service (e.g. text-to-voice conversion service).
This interface can also be used for other relevant services in EVVM like voice-to-text service.
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
