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1 Reason for Change

We have following requirements to support blocking specific users leaving voice mails and report a VM as a spam:
	EVVM-HLF-002
	The EVVM Enabler MAY allow an EVVM user to block specific users from leaving voice mails. 
	EVVM V1.0

	EVVM-USA-002
	The EVVM Enabler SHALL allow reporting a spam voice mail without having to upload the whole voice mail.
	EVVM V1.0


Once a user is being blocked there is no requirement to allow the EVVM user to “unblock” that specific user. Similar to the spam reporting; once a VM is reported as a spam that is no requirement to allow the EVVM user to remove that VM as future spam. These two requirements will result in bad user experience since there is no way for the EVVM user to reverse the decision; which in real life it happens all the times.

This CR proposes two new requirements to complement the above two requirements so that good user experience can be supported.
