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1 Reason for Change

This change request adds some clarification on the spam management behaviour, specifically because the current spam requirements in the RD are not sufficient to describe how the spam should be handled. Additionally, during discussions on spam related to the AD/TS work, the group discovered that the realm of possibilities for identifying spam and defining spam-related actions are too numerous for this Enabler’s schedule. Therefore, we propose in this CR a minimal spam identification, namely the originator’s identifier.

1. Added a new High-Level Functional requirement to Table 1 to manage spam messages, using at a minimum the originator’s identifier (such as an MSISDN).
2. Added a new Usability requirement to Table 10 specifically un-mark spam messages
It is recommended that the EVVM group agree with all the proposed changes as shown in Section 6 below.
