6. EVVM General Concepts
This section describes the general concepts necessary for the understanding of the EVVM specifications.
6.1 Identification
6.1.1 User Identifier
An EVVM user is identified by an EVVM user identifier. Each EVVM user identifier MUST belong to a unique EVVM user. An EVVM user can have multiple user identifiers.
An EVVM user identifier SHALL be in the format of
· a MAILTO URI as specified in [RFC2368].
· a TEL URI as specified in [RFC3966]; or
· a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261].
6.1.2 Client Identifier
A client identifier identifies an EVVM client in the same manner as OMA MEM Client-ID specified in [OMA-MEM-TS].
6.2 EVVM Session
An EVVM session is a session that exists between an EVVM client and an EVVM server where operations on the voice mail box are updated between the two entities. An EVVM client communicates with an EVVM server using EVVM sessions.
An EVVM session is established and maintained by an EVVM client. The EVVM client will attempt to establish an EVVM session using the EVVM-1 and EVVM-2 interfaces from time to time, whenever necessary.
6.3 EVVM Voice Mail Delivery 
An EVVM user is capable of managing and handling his/her voice mails by exploiting the following enhanced functionalities compared to OMTP VVM V1.3:
An EVVM user is able to create an EVVM voice mail locally at his/her EVVM client and send it to the recipient’s voice mail box via the interactions between the EVVM client and EVVM server.  The EVVM client SHALL include the EVVM user identifier of the recipient when sending a voice mail. If the recipient is located in a remote EVVM environment, this voice mail will be sent first to the home EVVM server, then routed to the remote EVVM server and finally deposited to the recipient’s voice mail box.
An EVVM voice mail can contain several discrete media items (e.g., audio clips, text, images, video clips). An EVVM user SHALL be able to add a background audio item and send it together with his/her voice mail. The recipient’s EVVM client SHALL be able to play simultaneously a voice mail and its associated background media, if present, at the recipient’s EVVM client.
An EVVM user is allowed to request a voice mail to be delivered at a future time.  The EVVM client SHALL be able to include a delivery time in the voice mail. The EVVM server SHALL deliver the voice mail at the designated delivery time, if present.
Upon request of an EVVM user, the EVVM client SHALL include in a voice mail a Reply-to Indication containing the EVVM user/client identifier by which the voice mail recipient can reply or call back instead of replying or calling back by the EVVM user identifier that was used to send the voice mail from. With the EVVM client identifier, the recipient can reply to or call back a certain device with which the sender expects to be reached.
An EVVM user is allowed to send a stored EVVM voice mail without having to download it to the device. The EVVM client SHALL be able to include a reference to a stored voice mail in the EVVM voice mail to be sent out.

Upon receiving an EVVM voice mail containing a reference to a stored voice mail, the EVVM server SHALL fetch the voice mail refered by the reference and replace the reference with the stored voice mail in the EVVM voice mail.
An EVVM user is allowed to have a chance to recall his/her voice mail deposited to the recipient’s voice mail box. If the EVVM user requests to recall his/her voice mail, the EVVM client SHALL send a recalling request to the EVVM server. If the voice mail has not been accessed, the EVVM server SHALL abandon all the succeeding processing with respect to this voice mail.
6.4 Delivery and Read Reports
An EVVM user SHALL be able to receive Delivery Reports or Read Reports for the voice mails that have been sent out.
A delivery report indicates whether or not a voice mail has been successfully received by the EVVM or non-EVVM clients on the recipient’s device. Upon the request of the EVVM user, the EVVM client SHALL request a delivery report in the outgoing voice mail (either a newly composed voice mail or a forwarded one). If permitted by the recipient, the recipient’s EVVM client or EVVM server SHALL send back a delivery report, as requested by the voice mail sender.
A read report indicates whether or not the contents enclosed in a voice mail have been rendered to the receiving EVVM or non-EVVM user. Upon the request of the EVVM user, the EVVM client SHALL request a read report in the outgoing voice mail (either a newly composed voice mail or a forwarded one). Once the voice mail is opened by the recipient, with the permission of the recipient, the recipient’s EVVM client or EVVM server SHALL send back a read report, as requested by the voice mail sender.
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
