1 Reason for Change

This CR follows the conclusion and recommendation of INP#2011-0173 and proposes to add the design option of a network-based “stand-alone VM storage” to the box of “Supporting Enablers” entities of the EVVM logical architecture. The storage of the EVVM user’s personalized greeting in the network-based storage is also inline with the VVM1.3’s requirement item VVM-GRM-003 as well as EVVM requirement item EVVM-GRM-009. 
This R01 version of the CR incorporated the comments received from the EVVM Group’s discussion on 28 June 2011, modified the figure, added required texts for new entities and made a few minor editorial changes in non-essential parts.

5 Recommendation

Following the conclusions in INP#2011-0173, it is recommended to add the design option of a “stand-alone VM storage” to the box of “Supporting Enablers” entities of the EVVM logical architecture. Furthermore, it is recommended that the OMA CPM Message Storage Server (MSS) and Client (MSC) to be the server offering the basis  for the stand-alone VM storage for EVVM user’s voice mails and personalised greetings and voice signatures including their attachments. No specific CPM Message Storage Client was added to the Device as the box for “Other Clients” will be applicable to it. 

The proposed changes are presented in Section 6 below for the EVVM group’s review and agreement to the proposed changes.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

In alignment with the OMA Service Environment [OMA-OSE], Figure 2 presents the EVVM logical architecture model, depicting the EVVM Enabler’s functional components and their interactions with each other and with external entities such as the Supporting Enablers and the Remote EVVM Server. 
The EVVM Enabler consists of the following EVVM functional components:
· The EVVM Client, which resides in the user’s Device and allows the EVVM user to use the EVVM-based services by interacting with the EVVM Server and the components in the Device.
· The EVVM Server, which resides in the network domain and interacts with the EVVM Client and other components such as the Interworking Gateway and the Forwarding Gateway.
· The EVVM Voice Mail Storage Client (VM SC), which resides in the user’s Device and allows the EVVM user to use the client side capabilities of CPM Message Storage by interacting with the EVVM VM Storage Server and other components in the Device.
· The EVVM Voice Mail Storage Server (VM SS), which is based on the CPM Message Storage Server and provides management and storage functions for EVVM user’s voice mails, personalised greetings and voice signatures including their attachments (e.g., audio, display of logos, advertisements).
· The Interworking Gateway, which provides interworking between EVVM-based services and external standard non-OMA VM Services.
· The Forwarding Gateway, which forwards voice mails to external non-VM services such as Email, MMS and SMS.
· The Telephony User Interface (TUI), which allows the user to access his/her EVVM VM box via traditional telephony systems.
The EVVM functional components, if and when needed, interact with the following external functional components:
· The Supporting Enablers, which are other OMA Enablers used to support the EVVM Enabler including:
· CPM Enabler, which provides message storage capabilities to support the VM SC and VM SS functionality.

· The Remote EVVM Server, which is another EVVM server residing in another (remote) server domain.
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
