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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the following EVVM requirement item allocated to DTAG to describe its corresponding implications on the architectural functionality:
	EVVM-USA-001
	The EVVM Enabler SHALL support  EVVM clients without SMS capability, such as personal computers relying solely on IP connectivity.

Due to different options in case of IP based clients it is proposed to find a common understanding which option is the most reliable and feasible for realizing in EVVM enabler.
Therefore this CR is intended to stimulate discussion and find such common understanding.
