Change 2:  Update Section 7.4.1, Client-specific procedures
Client-specific procedures

This section describes procedures that may take place solely at the EVVM Client, without involving any other functional component.

Minimum conformance requirements:

5. Local voicemail creation
The EVVM Client MUST support creating a voicemail locally and follow the voice mail format defined in Section 7.3.3.1. While creating a voicemail, the EVVM Client
1. SHALL wrap one or more of the media items into an object with MIME format, the same format as that specified in GSMA/OMTP VVM 1.3 [GSMA VVM].
2. SHOULD include the sender’s identifier in the Sender header field, and SHALL allow the user to choose one of his/her identifiers as the sender’s identifier in the Sender header field if there are multiple identifiers associated with the user;
3. SHOULD include the recipient’s identifier in the To header field;
4. SHALL include a delivery/read report request in the MIME header in the same manner as that specified for Common Presence and Instant Messaging (CPIM) [RFC3862], if the user requests a delivery/read report;
5. SHALL include a Reply-To header field if the EVVM user requests the identifier for call-back to be different from the identifier included in the Sender header field.
6. MAY include a Content-Type header as specified in [RFC4483] (i.e., type set to “message/external-body”, access-type set to “URL”, and the URL is the UID of voicemail). When including a URL, the URL SHALL be modified to include the extension “?action=fetch”.
7. MAY include SMIL in the MIME-formatted body of the voicemail to govern the presentation of the contents according to [W3C SMIL 2.1], and set its Content-Type header field to “application/smil+xml”;
8. MAY include a future date-time in the Deferred-Delivery header field to indicate when the voicemail is to be released by the EVVM Server.
Note: The header fields mentioned above are defined in [RFC4021]. 
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
