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1 Reason for Change

This CR is a first attempt to identify the EVVM 1.0 Server specific procedures and it fills the blanks in Section 7.4.2 of the EVVM ER document, OMA-ER-EVVM-V1_0-20110808-D. It adds a few new sections to accommodate for all components that fall under the generic name of “server”

There are sections with missing flows, detailed texts and protocol references yet to be specified.

Change 1:  Update Sections 7.4.2 Specifying EVVM Server Specific Procedures
7.4.2     Server-specific procedures
This section describes procedures that may take place solely at the EVVM Server, without involving any other functional component. In other words, each procedure is carried solely by the EVVM Server without requiring interactions with other entities. However, prior input from some entities might be needed, e.g., temporary storage of a received voicemail.
Minimum conformance requirements:

· The EVVM Server MUST support:

· Processing and validation of requests originated from the EVVM Client and the TUI[editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.1.2]
· Multiple Identifiers in perform various operations [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.1.3] 
· International Email Address [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.1.4]
· The EVVM Server SHOULD support:

· Temporary Storage for voicemails [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.1.1 & 7.4.2.2.1]
· Deferring deposit and/or retrieval of a voicemail [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.1.1 & 7.4.2.2.3]
· The EVVM Server MAY support:

· Handling of spam voicemail [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.2.7]…

Voice mail deposit (Originating)
7.4.2.1.1
    Providing temporary storage for voicemails, greetings, voice signatures and the following user preferences, e.g., Preferred media formats.
· Defer sending a voicemail at a future time specified by the EVVM Client (per sending user’s request or preference.)
· Inserting images as attachments to a voice mail (e.g., display of logos, advertisements) based on service provider’s policy and with prior consent of the VM receiving user.

    Processing and validation of requests originated from the EVVM Client and the TUI.

    Delivering voicemail with appropriate codec.

· If needed, performing on-the-fly transcription to the preferred media format(s).
· If roaming, respect “deliver while roaming” preference.

    Defer delivering a voicemail at a future time specified by the retrieving EVVM Client.

    Greeting and Voice Signature Management
· Resolving conditional greeting conflicts based on user’s preferences.

    Content Adaptation
· Realizing voicemail transcription according to user preference.

· Realizing text to voice conversion according to user preference.

     Security Considerations

Encryption/Decryption

· Application-level encryption (for notification and after identifying app-level credential per client):

· Selecting a suitable encryption method while taking into account client capabilities.

· Exchanging nonce(s), encryption key(s), etc. as required for encrypting notifications.

· If requested, encrypting notifications to be sent to the EVVM Client.
