This CR is a first attempt to identify the EVVM 1.0 Server specific procedures and it fills the blanks in Section 7.4.2 of the EVVM ER document, OMA-ER-EVVM-V1_0-20110808-D. It adds a few new sections to accommodate for all components that fall under the generic name of “server”

There are sections with missing flows, detailed texts and protocol references yet to be specified.
This R01 version incorporates the comments received offline.

7.4.2     Server-specific procedures

This section describes procedures that may take place solely at the EVVM Server, without involving any other functional component. While each procedure is carried solely by the EVVM Server, for some procedure to be completed, prior input from sother entities are needed, e.g., future delivery of a voicemail.
Minimum conformance requirements:

· The EVVM Server MUST support:

· All requests for outgoing voicemails [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.1]
· All requests for “Receiveing voice mail” [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.2.1] 
· All requests for “Delivering voice mail” [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.2.2]
· Greeting and Voice Signature Management ” [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.2.4]
· Content Adaptation for voice to text [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.2.5.2]
· The EVVM Server SHOULD support:

· EVVM Server internal storage for voicemails [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.1.1 & 7.4.2.2.1]
· Deferred delivery of a voicemail [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.2.3]
· The EVVM Server MAY support:

· Content Adaptation for text to voice [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.2.5.1]
· Deposit filtering (spam) [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.2.2.7]…

· The EVVM user identifiers during every authenticated/authorized session
