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1 Reason for Change

In the process of preparing description for EVVM Client and Server’s various procedures (e.g., CR#2011-0236 – 238), it was observed that the current outline of the ER is not sufficient. This CR proposes the new outline incorporating the following distinct procedures:

2. Server Specific Procedures

3. Client-Server (both Client initiated and Server initiated) Procedures

4. Server-Server (both VM originating and Terminating) Procedures
