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1 Reason for Change

Initial layout for media types, character set and client procedures, plus, detailed local voicemail composition.
NOTE: this is the document that has been circulated offline as a rewrite of 228. ZTE requested that it is no longer presented as a rewrite of that document, hence the new title and name change.
R01 removes sections 6 through 13 as these are included in OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0286-CR_TS_Client_Server_Procedures_Extended. The removal of these changes was not tracked on purpose.

Additional clarifications on previous R&A questions (note: no changes generates due to these):

· New envelope: The new envelope specification is needed because RFC2822 is now obsolete – there is no requirement for it, obsolete specs are no longer used. Essentially it’s the same thing as RFC2822, but less unambiguous stuff (they cleaned up the spec a bit).
· Header fields: The recall feature is very likely to require header fields, the background audio might, it is not sure at this point. If, in the end there we conclude that additional header fields are not needed, this section will be obviously removed.
· Internationalization: Internationalization needs to be included; we have explicit requirement for that.
· Transfer encoding: This is needed to save bandwidth; we are sending binary content most of the time, so it seems logical to omit the need for BASE64. There is no requirement for this one, it is merely an optimization at this point, so one could argue against it, though in our opinion it does not make much sense to drop it.
· Editorial fixed: "Future revisions are REQURIED to " --> "Future revisions are REQUIRED to "

7.4.1.1 Local voicemail composition
The EVVM Client MUST support voicemail composition locally and it MUST follow the voice mail format defined in [editor to add cross-reference to 7.3.3.1].

Voicemails are composed locally by creating a blank voicemail, or, opening a locally stored voicemail, and, adding various header fields and attachments.
The attachments MAY originate from the device (newly created media), or, from another voicemail (existing media). When existing voicemail or media that exists on the network-side is used in the composed voicemail, the EVVM Client SHOULD perform remote voicemail composition instead, as defined in [editor to add cross-reference to 7.4.3.1].
While EVVM Client MAY insert any header fields, the EVVM Client MUST honour to the header field requirements defined in [editor to add cross-reference to 7.3.3.1.2].
Similarly, while the EVVM Client MAY insert any type of attachments, the EVVM Client MUST honour to the media type requirements defined in [editor to add cross-reference to 7.3.4].

The EVVM Client MUST ensure that the resulting voicemail does not exceed the maximum voicemail size [TBD].
While NOT REQUIRED, it is RECOMMENDED that the EVVM Client allows the EVVM User to specify the sender and recipient identifiers prior to composing the message.
