This section describes procedures that involve the EVVM Client and the EVVM Server and requires interactions via the EVVM-1 and/or EVVM-2 interfaces.

Minimum conformance requirements:

· The EVVM Server MUST expose the EVVM-1 interface.
· The EVVM Client MUST expose the EVVM-2 interface.
· The EVVM Server and the EVVM Client MUST support:

· Network-initiated service deactivation as specified in Section 7.4.3.x.
