Background information:


The OMA COM EVVM group has requirements to report spam and to report that a message is no longer spam. Being a mobile-focused group, the group needs a mechanism to report spam while keeping the bandwidth usage at the minimal level, and possibly reuse a protocol stack which is already in the scope.


The choice for IMAP was very convenient because it is already in the scope (it is the base protocol), it is easily extensible, and, the entire message is already available on the server (no need to upload anything but a reference) therefore it can be easily deployed into a service that already provides a service based on the OMA SpamRep Enabler. The rest is pretty straightforward: the OMA EVVM group needs a new, extensible command that fulfils the requirements agreed by the working group.
