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1 Reason for Change

This CR follows the EVVM group’s agreement on CR#2011-0283R01, which proposed to add new sections to the layout of the ER document for the TS part.  Specifically, this CR proposes content for one of the newly added sections, “7.4.5   EVVM Server to Message Storage Server Procedures”.   It provides description for all required procedures that the MSG interface exposed by the EVVM stand-alone Message Storage Server entity must support. 

The proposed content of the changes in this CR are yet to be complete as fare as the addition of information flows, detailed specifications and protocol references are concerned.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Adds content to Section 7.4.5  EVVM Server to Message Storage Server Procedures
7.4.5     EVVM Server to Message Storage Server Procedures
The minimum conformance requirements for the interactions between the EVVM Server and the Message Storage Server are as follows:

· The Message Storage Server MUST expose the MSG interface.
· The Message Storage Server exposing the MSG interface MUST support:

· Authentication [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.5.1]. 
· Folder management [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.5.2]. 
· Store object management [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.5.3]
· Access Control [editor to insert cross-reference to 7.4.5.4]
·  
· The Message Storage Server exposing the MSG interface SHOULD support:

· [TBS]….

· The Message Storage Server exposing the MSG interface MAY support:

·  [TBS]….

NOTE: The procedures specified in this section are related to the operations supported by the standalone voicemail storage. However, the EVVM Server’s built-in voicemail box MAY also support these operations.
7.4.5.1     Authentication
The mutual authenticate operation allows the EVVM Server authenticate itself to the Message Storage Server, and authentication result remains valid for the duration of the transport-level connection, i.e. EVVM Server is considered to be authenticated for all subsequent operations performed within the transport-level connection. The authentication includes:
· Authenticate as an administrative entity.
· Authenticate on behalf of the user only when needed to:
· act as the Message Storage Client there is no Message Storage Client in the user device
· access and manage user’s folders for authorized stored objects
NOTE: The EVVM Server accesses a user’s Message Storage on the user’s behalf to manage voice mails stored in his/her voicemail box using any of his/her identifiers associated with the voicemail box. 
7.4.5.2     Folder management
The EVVM standalone voicemail storage server is a multi-folder with hierarchical architecture allowing for the storage of EVVM voicemails, greetings and voice signatures as described in [OMA-CPM-TS-SD].  Each folder may be nested in order to provide additional layers of grouping of stored objects. 
The EVVM Message Storage may generally contain multiple groupings. An example of the variety of separate groupingof folders is as follows:

· Draft voicemails,

· Sent voicemail 
· Greetings 
· Voice signatures (with or without contact information attachment)
· Received voicemails 

· Future delivery voicemails

· etc.
Upon a successful mutual authentication and prior to performing any folder management operations, the EVVM Server must perform the “set active” folder operation by sending a SELECT command to the Message Storage Server to set a folder as active as specified in [OMA-CPM-TS-MS]. A successful SELECT operation may be followed one of or more of the following operations during the authenticated transport-level connection:
· Create folder

· Copy folder

· Remove folder

· Move folder

· Manage metadata (folder metadata, voicemail flags, etc.)
· Update folder properties (metadata, etc)
· Support for international folder names
NOTE: The folder operations are performed using any of the user’s multiple identifiers associated with the folders
7.4.5.3     Stored object management

Responding to the EVVM User/Client request, the EVVM Server performs operations to manage the objects stored (or to be stored) in the user’s voicemail folders. The objects include voicemails, greetings (voice or text) and voice signatures with or without contact information attachment. The operations to manage the store objects are described in [OMA-CPM-TS-SD] and listed as follows:
· Store object
· Search object;

· Fetch object, e.g., by reference
· Retrieving voicemails
· Retrieving greetings and voice signatures
· Copy voicemail

· Remove voicemail

· Forward voicemail

· Metadata update;

· Update voicemail properties (keywords, etc)

· Generate reference authorized URL
· Synchronize with local voicemail storage
7.4.5.4     Access control
· All related to a particular folder(s), there are four categories of “Access Control” operations allowing the EVVM Server to act (on behalf of the EVVM User/Client) for the following operations as described in [OMA-CPM-TS-SD]:
· set access control list;

· get access rights;

· delete access control list;

· get access control list;
