The maximum VM size indicates the maximum total size of any voicemail message that the EVVM Server is capable of accepting for delivery. The total size includes any and all overhead, such as those imposed by transfer encoding, encryption, etc. The maximum VM size is an attribute of a generic element specifically designed to represent limitations. The size is an integer values, representing the number of bytes. The value MUST be higher than 0.

7.3.2.1.1.9 Message Storage quota

The Message Storage quota indicates the maximum available amount of storage size per user. There are two quotas defined, one for the internal storage and another for the external storage. If the value of a quota is zero (0), it implies that the appropriate storage is not available. The values are attributes of a generic element specifically designed to represent limitations. Both values are integer values, representing the number of bytes. Both values MUST be 0 or higher.
