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1 Reason for Change

Transferring content as binary saves 33% of the bandwidth, which is fairly important when we are dealing with binary content all the time; the amount of bandwidth saved is significant.
The CR proposes the use of the appropriate SMTP and IMAP extensions while keeping BASE64 mandatory.

7.3.3.1.4 Transfer encoding


The SMTP and IMAP protocols have been designed to transmit text-based content. Transmission of binary content is achieved by encoding the binary content using the BASE64 encoding scheme. All EVVM Clients and EVVM Servers MUST support the BASE64 encoding scheme defined in [RFC4648].
The BASE64 encoding introduces an approximately 33% size increase for the encoded binary content. Considering that the content in voicemails is always binary, this overhead is significant. In order to omit the need for the BASE64 encoding, all EVVM Clients and EVVM Servers SHOULD support the following specifications:
· SMTP service extensions for transmission of large and binary MIME messages, [RFC3030].
· IMAP4 binary content extension, [RFC3516].
When both the EVVM Client and the EVVM Server supports transmission of binary content over an SMTP or IMAP session, all voicemails MUST be transferred as binary over the appropriate session(s).
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
