Change 1:  Update subscription-specific service preferences section, create initial layout

7.3.2.2 Subscription-specific service preferences


The subscription-specific service preferences may include any global service preference as a subscription-specific service preference. The subscription-specific service preference overrides the global setting(s). The EVVM Server MUST follow the global service preference syntax defined in [editor to add cross-reference to 7.3.2.1]. When a subscription-specific service preference exists, the EVVM Server and the EVVM Client MUST use the existing subscription-specific service preference instead of the global service preference in all applicable contexts.
Additional subscription-specific service preferences are defined in the following sub-sections.
7.3.2.2.1 Associated identifiers
Associated identifiers are those identifiers that have been associated with a voicemail box, and can be used during authentication [editor to add reference to 7.4.3.1] and message submission via SMTP [editor to add reference to 7.4.3.5] or IMAP [editor to add reference to 7.4.3.6].
The EVVM Server MUST ensure that user identifiers follow the definition in [editor to add cross-reference to 7.3.1.1].
The EVVM Server MAY choose to store this preference when there is only one identifier in use.

7.3.2.2.2 TUI address
The TUI-address designates the address that the user can use to access his/her voicemail messages. When the address is not available to the user, it implies that he/she cannot use the TUI as a whole and all other TUI-related settings are to be ignored.
Since TUI is not in the scope of this specification, there are no normative requirements imposed onto the TUI.
