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1 Reason for Change

This CR closes Action Item EVVM-2011-A012, i.e., to do an analysis on SMIL and provide feedback to the group.
ZTE has had an off-line discussion with RIM. According to the discussion, it is not necessary to describe the details about SMIL in the EVVM TS since no new features, such as background-media, are added to the SMIL on application level. SMIL has been included as an optional media type in Table 3 in Section 7.3.4, Media types, so other SMIL-related descriptions and references can be removed.

Change 2:  Update Section 7.3.4, Media types.
7.3.4 Media types

While the basic container format allows inserting any type of media into voicemails, greetings and voice signatures, it is necessary to identify a minimum set, a supplementary set and an optional set of media types to establish conformance requirements. All text-based media types MUST conform to the character sets defined in [editor to add cross-reference to 7.3.4.1].

It is expected that future revisions of the OMA EVVM Enabler MAY change these conformance requirements, adding/removing/changing them. Future revisions are REQUIRED to provide content adaptation only for the minimum set.

Change 3:  Update Section 7.4.1.1, Local voicemail creation.
5. Local voicemail creation

Voicemails are created locally either by composing a new voicemail or initiating forwarding or replying to an existing voicemail. The EVVM Client MUST support creating a voicemail locally and follow the voicemail format defined in Section 7.3.3.1. While creating a voicemail, the EVVM Client
1. MUST wrap one or more of the media items into an object with MIME format, the same format as that specified in GSMA/OMTP VVM 1.3 [OMTP VVM].

2. MUST include one of the user’s  identifiers in the Sender header field, and MUST allow the user to choose one of his/her identifiers as the sender’s identifier in the Sender header field if there are multiple identifiers associated with the user;
3. MUST include the recipient’s identifier in the To header field;

4. If the user requests a delivery/read report; the MIME header MUST include a delivery/read report request according to RFC3461 and RFC 3798
5. MAY include the in-reply-to header field (including the appropriate reference) when the voicemail is a reply to an existing voicemail.
6. MUST include a Reply-To header field if the EVVM user requests the identifier for call-back to be different from the identifier included in the Sender header field.

If the voicemail’s Subject header, as defined in [RFC4021], contains the information about one emotion indication, the EVVM Client SHALL convert the emotion indication information into an appropriate representation understandable to the user.
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
