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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is related to the following Action Item:
· AI EVVM-2011-A013: Moh will send an email to ARC group to get an answer to the question: “ if we use only parts of an Enabler, is it right to include a box with the Enabler name”
Taking advantage of this AI, this author, as the ARC Champion in the EVVM Group, decided to raise other architecture related questions as well as attaching the ER document for the ARC group’s final review, now that the AD section of the ER is complete.

The detailed proposal, in Sections 3 below, lists a number of questions that were raised during the EVVM Group’s   interim meeting while reviewing some CR proposing to change the EVVM AD diagrams and its corresponding description. 
This contribution, therefore, proposes that the EVVM Group review and agree to the questions and this author’s proposal for the final review of the AD part of the ER document by the ARC Group. 
This R01 version incorporated one editorial change in the first question to ARC Group.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution contains a few questions related to the EVVM architectural diagram to be sent/presented to the OMA ARC group for their review and response. 
3 Detailed Proposal

The OMA COM/EVVM group in its September 2011 interim meeting had agreed to the following draft architectural diagrams while raised a few questions for the ARC Group to address:
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Figure 1: Conventions for figures in the normative sections
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Editor’s note: if the CPM-MSG is found to be sufficient to support all requirements this interface and corresponding components will be changed to dash line.
Figure 2: OMA EVVM logical architecture
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Figure 3 - Interactions between the EVVM Enabler functional components and the supporting Enablers.

Editor’s Notes:  The CPM-MSG line may later be changed to a dash line, similarly to Figure 2.
QUESTIONS to ARC Group’s Expert
1. If we use only a part(s) of an Enabler, is it right to include a box with the Enabler name? In Figure 2, the CPM enabler is shown as a supporting enabler while only its stand-alone Message Storage Server is used for EVVM’s voicemail storage. 

Please note that the CPM Message Storage is a stand-alone IMAP Client-Server configuration with a specifications document completely separate form the CPM Conversation Specs.

2. In Figure 2, should the Message Storage Server box be shown with dashed-line and its exposed CPM-MSG Interface be deleted, similar to DM Server or Push Proxy Gateway?

3. In Figure 2, should the Message Storage Server box and its exposed CPM-MSG Interface be kept as solid lines or changed to dash-lines?

4. In the caption text of Figure 3 (also in descriptive texts in the AD part of the ER document), is the use of the “functional component” expression correct? Other suggestions are “functional entity”, “logical entity”, “logical component”.
Note 1: For a complete description of these diagrams and their components, please see the attached EVVM ER document, OMA-ER-EVVM-V1_0-20110930-D, Section 6 Architectural Model.
Note 2: Should we need a joint session to discuss these questions and possibly other issues, we suggest that such a joint session to take place during the OMA Beijing meeting or, if not doable, a joint CC be held after the Beijing meeting.
