Change 1:  Update user preferences section
7.3.2.3 User preferences

User preferences are managed by the EVVM Clients on behalf of their EVVM users, respectively. These preferences are interpreted by the EVVM Server.

EVVM Clients SHOULD maintain user preferences according to the wishes of their EVVM users. The EVVM Client MUST ensure that all available user preferences are up-to-date in the appropriate XML document. Since user preferences are universal, one and only one XML document is available for each EVVM user to whom these preferences apply.
The AUID (Application Unique ID) for EVVM-specific user preferences MUST be:

org.openmobilealliance.evvm-userprefs
The XML document containing the user preferences MUST be available at the following location:

http://<root-uri>/org.openmobilealliance.evvm-userprefs/users/<UserID>/index

Note: the root-uri and the UserID are provisioned into the device using OMA DM as described in [TBD].
The EVVM Client MUST ensure that the EVVM Server does have read-only access to this XML document.
