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1 Reason for Change

This CR refines Section 7.4.1.1, Local voicemail creation.
In the proposed text of this CR,
· The bulleted list is condensed into text;

· The requirement about the Sender header field is replaced with that about the From header field for the indication of the originator, in accordance with [RFC5322] and [OMTP VVM];

· The description about the delivery report request is removed, since it takes place during the SMTP mail transactions, not suitable for this section;
· More details are provided to describe the request for a read report;
· The description about voicemail references is added.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update Section 7.4.1.1, Local voicemail creation.
5. Local voicemail creation

Voicemails are created locally either by composing a new voicemail or initiating forwarding or replying to an existing voicemail. The EVVM Client MUST support creating a voicemail locally and follow the voicemail format defined in Section 7.3.3.1.
To create a voicemail, the EVVM Client 
MUST wrap one or more of the media items into an Internet mail object with MIME format, the same format as that specified in GSMA/OMTP VVM 1.3 [OMTP VVM].

The EVVM Client MUST include the user’s identifier in the From header field, as specified in [RFC5322]. If there are multiple identifiers associated with the user, the EVVM Client MUST allow the user to choose one of his/her identifiers as the originator’s identifier and include the chosen identifier in the From header field. The EVVM Client 
MUST include the recipient’s (or recipients’) identifier(s) in the To header field, in accordance with [OMTP VVM].
If the user requests a read report, the EVVM Client MUST include a Disposition-Notification-To header field as the read report request according to [RFC 3798].
The EVVM Client MAY include the in-reply-to header field (including the appropriate reference) when the voicemail is a reply to an existing voicemail, as specified in [RFC5322].
The EVVM Client MUST include a Reply-To header field if the EVVM user requests the identifier for call-back to be different from the identifier included in the From header field, as specified in [RFC5322].

If the user requests to include a reference to a voicemail stored in his/her voicemail box, the EVVM Client MAY include in the voicemail message a MIME body part with a “message/external-body” content type. In this case, the Access-type parameter associated with the “message/external-body” entity MUST be set to “mail-server”, with the Server parameter set to the addr-spec of the EVVM Server or the Message Storage Server (an addr-spec is a specific Internet identifier specified in [RFC5322]) depending on the location of the EVVM storage. The phantom body of the “message/external-body” entity MUST include the IMAP4 [RFC3501] commands used for selecting the voicemail box containing the referenced voicemail and fetching the referenced voicemail with a Unique Identifier (UID) in that voicemail box. For example, a voicemail to be referenced is stored in a voicemail box called INBOX, with the UID 4827313. Then, the newly-created voicemail should contain a “message/external-body” entity with its phantom body consisting of the following commands:

SELECT INBOX
UID FETCH 4827313 BODY[]
The usage of the “message/external-body” media type and its associated parameters is specified in [RFC2046].
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
