5. Remote voicemail composition





After receiving a voicemail from the EVVM Client, the EVVM Server MUST check whether the received voicemail message contains a MIME body part with a “message/external-body” content type. If the message contains a “message/external-body” entity with its Access-type parameter set to “mail-server”, the EVVM Server MUST retrieve the IMAP4 commands contained in the phantom body of the “message/external-body” entity, that is, the commands used for selecting a voicemail box and fetching a referenced message from that voicemail box.
After that, depending on the location of the EVVM storage, the EVVM Server MUST either
· Fetch the referenced message from the Message Storage Server using the retrieved IMAP4 commands and the standard IMAP4 procedures in [RFC3501],  or
· Find and fetch the referenced message inside the EVVM Server itself according to the voicemail box name and the message UID contained in the retrieved IMAP4 commands.
Finally, the EVVM Server MUST either
· Generate a new voicemail message by replacing the “message/external-body” body part in the voicemail received from the client with a “message/rfc822” body part containing the newly-fetched voicemail message as an encapsulated message, in accordance with [RFC2046],  or

· Unwrap both the fetched voicemail message and the one received from the client, discard the “message/external-body” body part, and re-wrap all the other body parts of the two messages into a new voicemail message
for the delivery to the recipient.
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
