The EVVM Server MUST disclose its capabilities in its service preferences either globally, on a per-subscriber basis, or both, as described in section [editor to add cross-reference to section 7.3.2.1] and store the applicable service preferences documents.
The EVVM Client SHOULD store its client preferences document prior to accessing the EVVM Server containing its capabilities, as described in section [editor to add cross-reference to section 7.3.2.2].
The EVVM Client MUST obtain a copy of the global and the subscription-specific service preferences document that applies to its user - provided that these documents exist - prior to accessing the EVVM Server. When the EVVM Client cannot obtain neither global or subscription-specific preferences, it MUST NOT attempt connecting to the EVVM Server. When both global and subscription-specific service preferences documents exists, the EVVM Client MUST calculate the final set of preferences as described in section [editor to add cross-reference to section 7.3.2.1]. The EVVM Client MUST evaluate each EVVM Server capability versus its own capabilities. The smallest common denominator (of the client capabilities versus the server capabilities) constitutes the capability agreement.
The EVVM Server SHOULD obtain a copy of the corresponding client preferences document once the EVVM Client identified itself, see [TBD]. If the EVVM Client does not identify itself, the EVVM Server MUST assume that it is dealing with a client based on the [OMTP VVM] specifications. If the EVVM Client identifies itself but the EVVM Server cannot obtain the a client preferences document for some reason, it MUST either disconnect the EVVM Client, or, continue while assuming that the EVVM Client supports all capabilities that the EVVM Server does. In case the client preferences document has been successfully obtained, the EVVM Server MUST evaluate each EVVM Client capability versus its own capabilities. The smallest common denominator (of the client capabilities versus the server capabilities) constitutes the capability agreement.
