1 Reason for Change

During the discussions associated with CR 2011-0343, it has been identified that these two requirements contradict each other:
	EVVM-SEC-001
	The EVVM Enabler MAY provide application-level encryption over bearers that do not provide transport-level encryption.
	EVVM V1.0

	EVVM-SEC-005
	The EVVM Enabler SHALL preserve the integrity and confidentiality of communication.
	EVVM V1.0


SEC-005 requires preserving confidentiality of all communications – irrespective of transports.

SEC-001 on the other hand allows application-level encryption for bearers without transport-level encryption.

Fulfilling SEC-001 means that we did not fulfil SEC-005.

Fulfilling SEC-005 means that we do not need SEC-001.

To solve the contradiction, this CR proposes removing the “weaker” requirement (which is  a MAY), SEC-001.
