Change 1:  Filling the gaps in Section 1 Scope 
1. Scope

This document contains the architectural design and description and the technical specifications of the EVVM Enabler, fulfilling all the requirements outlined in the Enhanced Visual Voicemail requirements document [OMA EVVM RD] for the EVVM Enabler V1.0.   Both the design of the logical architecture and the technical specifications of the functions and procedures of the EVVM Enabler support backward compatibility with the GSMA Visual Voicemail [OMTP VVM] for VVM1.3. 

The architecture part of this document comprises the definition of the functional components and the interfaces used or exposed by these functional components. It also describes the relationship between the EVVM Enabler and the external resources that are utilized by the EVVM Enabler, i.e., [OMA Push OTA], [OMA CPM TS MS], [OMA XDM] and [OMA DM].

The technical specifications part defines the central data elements of the EVVM Enabler. It specifies all basic procedures performed by the EVVM functional entities and trough the interactions between them, i.e., client-server and server-server.

Additionally, this document contains a selective set of detailed call flows for the procedures of the EVVM Enabler. These call flows explain the system concepts in a graphical manner and describe the relationships between the functional components of the EVVM Enabler.
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
