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1 Reason for Change

This contribution addresses the solution of supporting delivery status notification in Client-Server Procedures.
R01 addresses the comments below from RIM at R&A:

1. The original section title should be updated to "Requesting delivery reports" rather than replacing it with DSN; Requesting delivery report is a procedure, DSN is a solution. 
[China Unicom] Yes.
2. The specification text can be collapsed to this: "The EVVM user can request delivery reports. In order to request a delivery report, the sender''s EVVM Client, and the recipients'' EVVM Server(s) and EVVM Client(s) MUST follow the procedures defined in [RFC3461]." 
[China Unicom] There is not the sentence.
3. It is not clear which EVVM Server you referring to. 
[China Unicom] Referring to the EVVM Server which receiving the voicemails.
4. SHOULD response -> SHOULD respond 
[China Unicom] Removing the second paragraph.
5. "the EVVM Server SHOULD response at least one DSN" What is the reason for requiring one? 
[China Unicom] See the above clarification.
6. What is the intended purpose of the second paragraph? RFC3461 specifies exactly what the MTAs need to do. The reason for objection is issue #6 (the rest can be fixed with follow-up CRs).
[China Unicom] See the above clarification.

7.4.3.12 Requesting delivery reports 
The EVVM Client SHOULD support setting the DSN (Delivery Status Notification) header field values of a voicemail, according to the EVVM user’s request, to ask delivery reports from the EVVM Server receiving the voicemail subject to the mechanism as defined in [RFC3461]. 
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
