6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update Section 7.4.1.2, Local voicemail composition.
4. Local voicemail composition

The EVVM Client MUST support voicemail composition locally and it MUST follow the voice mail format defined in section 7.3.3.1.

Voicemails are composed locally by creating a blank voicemail, or, opening a locally stored voicemail, and, adding various header fields and attachments.

The attachments MAY originate from the device (newly created media), or, from another voicemail (existing media). When existing voicemail or media that exists on the network-side is used in the composed voicemail, the EVVM Client SHOULD perform remote voicemail composition instead, as defined in section 7.4.3.4.

While EVVM Client MAY insert any header fields, the EVVM Client MUST honour to the header field requirements defined in section 7.3.3.1.2.

Similarly, while the EVVM Client MAY insert any type of attachments, the EVVM Client MUST honour to the media type requirements defined in section 7.3.4.
The EVVM Client MAY allow the EVVM user to select a locally stored media item and add it to the voicemail message as the background media. In this case, the EVVM Client MAY include a MIME body part containing the user-selected background media, in addition to the main body part (containing the user’s voice), in the composed voicemail. The body part containing the background media MUST have a media type conforming to section [cross-reference to section 7.3.4] and include a Content-Description header field [RFC2045] with its value set to the text “background media” to indicate the relationship with the main media item.
The EVVM Client MUST ensure that the resulting voicemail does not exceed the maximum voicemail size imposed by the service provider, see 7.3.2.1.

While NOT REQUIRED, it is RECOMMENDED that the EVVM Client allows the EVVM User to specify the sender and recipient identifiers prior to composing the message.

Change 2:  Update Section 7.4.1.4, Voicemail presentation.
4. Voicemail presentation

After fetching a voicemail from the EVVM Server, the EVVM Client MUST distinguish the main body part (which may contain the voicemail sender’s voice) from other attachments, i.e., the body parts with their Content-Disposition header fields set to “attachment” [OMTP VVM]. The EVVM Client SHOULD render the media contained in the main body part to the user automatically when the user opens the voicemail.
The EVVM Client MAY detect the body part bearing a Content-Description header indicating “background media”, if present, and MAY play the media therein and the main media item (e.g., the voicemail sender’s voice) simultaneously, subject to the control/preferences of the user (e.g., turning on/off the background media, adjusting the volume of the background audio, cycling the background audio/video if its length is shorter than the main media item, etc.).
Change 3:  Update Section 7.4.3.4, Remote voicemail composition.
7.4.1.4 Remote voicemail composition

Upon request from EVVM User to compose voicemail (new/forward/reply), EVVM Client MAY include references to voicemails in his/her remote voicemail box, by performing the procedures as specified this section.

1. When the new voice mail is being composed, the EVVM Client MAY check if the locally composed voicemail contains any voicemail included that is available on remote storage by following procedures specified in [RFC3501]. If the included voicemail does not exist on remote storage then follow the procedures in section 7.4.3.5 else go to Step:4.

2. When the voice mail is being forwarded, the EVVM Client MAY ensure that the voicemail being forwarded exists on remote storage by following procedures specified in [RFC3501]. If the included voicemail does not exist on remote storage then follow the procedures in section 7.4.3.5 else go to Step:4.

3. When a reply to the voice mail is being composed and the original message to be replied to is included, the EVVM Client MAY ensure that the original voicemail exists on remote storage by following procedures specified in [RFC3501]. If the original voicemail does not exist on remote storage then follow the procedures in section 7.4.3.5 else go to Step:4.

4. Both EVVM Client and EVVM Server SHALL perform the “forward-without-download” procedure specified in Section 8.4.2 of [RFC5550] with the following clarifications:

a. EVVM Server returns the EVVM Client with URLAUTH URLs [RFC4467] corresponding to the referencing pieces of the message, in both cases where the voicemail storage is located internally or outside (in MSS). The EVVM Server, on behalf of EVVM User, communicates with outside storage to retrieve URLAUTH URLs when the voicemail is stored outside (in MSS). 

b. EVVM Client sends the composed voicemail including the URLAUTH URLs in place of the corresponding pieces of the message.

c. After receiving the voicemail containing the URLAUTH URLs, the EVVM Server replaces the URLAUTH URLs with the corresponding piece of the message in both cases where the voicemail storage is located internally or outside (in MSS). The EVVM Server, on behalf of EVVM User, communicates with outside storage to fetch the voicemail corresponding to the URLAUTH URL when the voicemail is stored outside (in MSS).

d. After fetching the referenced message, the EVVM Server MUST either
· Unwrap the user-composed message received from the client, and re-wrap its body parts together with a “message/rfc822” body part containing the newly-fetched voicemail message as an encapsulated message, in accordance with [RFC2046],  or

· Unwrap both the fetched voicemail message and the user-composed one received from the client, and re-wrap all the body parts of the two messages into a new voicemail message

e. EVVM Server then dispatches the voicemail towards the recipient domain.
The EVVM Client MAY allow the EVVM user to select a media item enclosed in a voicemail stored in the EVVM Server or the MSS and add it to a newly-composed voicemail message as the background media. In this case, the EVVM Client MAY compose a voicemail containing the main media item (the user’s voice) and the reference to the user-selected background media item, and both the EVVM Client and the EVVM Server MAY perform the above-mentioned “forward-without-download” procedure. The EVVM Server MAY fetch the referenced media item from either within itself or the MSS and wrap the fetched media item, with its Content-Description header set to “background media”, and the main media item (and other attachments, if present) received from the EVVM Client into a new voicemail message for the delivery to the recipient.
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
