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1 Reason for Change

During the gap analysis in the Beijing meeting, ZTE was assigned to fill the gap in section 7.3.4.2, Using the SMIL XML content type. This CR adds contents in section 7.3.4.2 in the ER.
R01 was created in response to the R&A comments.
1.) Ericsson’s comment: Does 2011-0387R01 contradict this CR? If not, then perhaps this CR for SMIL should supercede and/or be referenced in an updated revision of 2011-0387.
ZTE’s reply: No. CR#2011-0387R01 does NOT contradict this CR. Neither is it related to this CR. According to CR#2011-0387R01, the background media requirement can be fulfilled by exploiting the Content-Description header field, without resorting to SMIL. However, we still recommend keeping SMIL in the EVVM specification as an optional feature for the sake of a better user experience, and this CR elaborates the support for SMIL in the ER document.
2.) RIM’s comment: RIM has a sustained objection on OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0386-MINUTES_29Nov2011CC due to the agreement on OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0387R01-CR_Background_Media (see mailing list subject: "Re: [EVVM] OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0387R01-CR_Background_Media", date: 02/12/2011 11:03 Eastern Time). This CR seems to introduce even more contradiction. We have no choice, but to object.
ZTE’s reply: We don’t see any contradiction here. In both the current ER document and the proposed text in this CR, there are neither any solutions based on SMIL nor any clauses relating SMIL to background media, and SMIL is only mentioned as an optional feature. CR#2011-0387R01 introduces a solution to the background media requirement. If SMIL is also believed to be a good solution, the specification can be adjusted with CRs.
3.) Comverse’s comment: it is not clear what is the meaning of supporting SMIL by an EVVM Server ?? From a Server''s perspective this should be nothing than yet another attached object.
ZTE’s reply: EVVM Servers may need to recognize the “application/smil+xml” media type.

If the EVVM Client of the voicemail originator includes SMIL in the voicemail, the recipient’s EVVM Client MAY present the voicemail contents properly to the recipient according to the SMIL contained in the voicemail.
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
